3. Write out one check payable to Franklin Mason Press being sure to deduct $3.00 
per book sold. Example: If 100 books are sold, you will collect $1,595.00 from 
parents. You will then write a check to Franklin Mason Press for $1,295 and keep 
the $300 as a donation to your school. 

4. Keep all order forms at school and organize them by teacher to make distribution 
of books easy.
